	ENGLISH

Handwriting: 

· Continued work on correct formation and size of letters  

· Continued learning of the diagonal and horizontal strokes needed to join letters.

Reading/Guided Reading: 

· Continued development of reading with fluency 

· Using inference to answer questions about texts.

Writing: 
· Continue to develop positive attitudes towards and stamina for writing. 

· Experience writing in a range of genres. 

· Develop planning, drafting and redrafting skills when writing. 

· Focusing on re-reading work to check that their writing makes sense and proof-reading to check for errors.

Grammar: 
· Using sentences in different forms when writing (statements, questions, exclamations and commands) 

· Using full stops, question marks, exclamation marks, commas and the apostrophe correctly.  

· Using present and past tense correctly.  

· Know what nouns, verbs, adjectives and adverbs are and identify each correctly in short passages of writing.  

Comprehension: Develop skills to read for clarity, accuracy and understanding: making inferences on the basis of what is being said and done. Answering and asking questions and predicting what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far. 

Spelling: Continue weekly tests. 

Speaking and Listening: Take part in discussions and answer questions in complete sentences.

	SCIENCE 

Topic: ‘Living things and their habitats’


	Living things and their habitats: Understand that there are living and non-living things.  Learn about animal life cycles.  Identify different habitats and how habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants.  Identify food chains in different habitat. 

Healthy Animals: Identify and name a variety of common animals. Find out and describe the needs of animals, including humans, for survival.  

	HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY 

Seasons and Weather

Who is the greatest history maker?
	The seasons: To find out how seasons are linked to the year and to investigate how the weather alters throughout the different seasons.  

Weather patterns: To identify differences between seasonal and daily weather patterns. To describe how daily weather patterns change over time, and how weather may be different in inland/ coastal areas. To identify ways in which we learn about the weather, then make predictions about the weather which are helpful. To begin to find out about ways in which the weather during each season in equatorial and Polar Regions differs from the weather in the United Kingdom. To learn more about the way seasonal weather in an equatorial region is different to the weather in the UK. To learn more about the way seasonal weather in a polar region is different to the weather in the United Kingdom. To show what has been learned and understood about weather patterns in the United Kingdom and in places near the poles and equator.
History makers: Identify, describe and explain how six significant people made history during their lifetime. Compare and contrast the achievements of these individuals, producing a rank order of historical importance explaining and justifying their decision. Reflect upon what history makers might achieve during the remainder of this century and describe and explain what they might wish to be remembered for in the future – the mark they would wish to leave on history.

	PHYSICAL EDUCATION

GAMES


	Dance Theme: Spies. Emphasis on dynamic qualities; musicality; moving body parts, remembering, repeating and sequencing.

Gymnastics Theme – rolling and sliding. Adapting skills to floor, apparatus or set task.

Games: movement and ball skills. Play simple games.

	MUSIC
	Exploring Pitch: Follow pitch movement with their hands and use a wider vocal range. Play and sing phrases from dot notation and make connections between symbols and sounds. Sing with control of pitch, following the shape of the melody and improve expressive tone. Be able to sing part of a simple canon/round holding a part independently.
Recorder Playing: Play the notes B, A and G confidently and play patterns and sequences of notes, swapping between B, A and G. Recognise B, A, G notes on the stave and know that a crotchet is a one beat note. Begin to recognise and play notes of other durations: e.g. – minim (2 beat) quaver (half beat).
