Fiction: Creative writing – writing from a stimulus using ‘Alma’ short animation. Instructional writing (fantasy theme). 

Non-fiction: Biographical writing – linked to History topic – Victorians. 

Focus on discussion writing – presenting a balanced argument. 

	SCIENCE
	Light – Pupils will be exploring how light travels onto objects and seen by human eyes. They will be looking at the structure and function of a real eye (which animal eye tbc) by dissecting an eye using a scalpel. They will also be investigating how light travels by making their own periscope.

Electricity - Pupils begin with revision of simple circuits, hands on experience with symbols, diagrams & incomplete circuits.  Pupils investigate the variables that can impact on a circuit, comparing series and parallel circuits.  Pupils then face some challenges!

	Computer Modelling – Pupils develop rules when data handling to carry out investigations.

Computer structure and Introduction to programming languages.

To develop use of the head voice and to develop understanding of beatboxing in order to put together an a cappella song in the style of Pentatonix.

To be able to perform a part independently within a whole class group on an appropriate instrument, extending the ability to perform on that instrument as required.

To gain an understanding of primary chords and how they interact with a melody and bass line to be able to compose a short piece of reggae music.
